Summer Reading Assignment 2009-2010

Dear parents and students entering 3rd & 4th Form:

It has long been accepted that reading is vitally important in acquiring a second language, and at St. George we firmly believe in the value and necessity of summer reading as a reinforcement activity.

Therefore, this summer students are required to choose two (2) books they have not read before from the book list for the grade they are entering. (Some of the books will be available in the U-Store during the summer). Upon reading each book they are required to complete an essay assignment by choosing one of the following questions (500 – 700 words): 

1. Relate an aspect of the work to your personal experiences or a real world event.

2. Describe the mood (overall feeling, i.e.: hopeful, foreboding) or tone (author’s attitude, i.e.: critical, admiring) of the work. Explain how this mood/tone is created using specific examples. (You can search for lists of words to describe mood and tone on the internet.)

3. Choose a situation from the work and describe how you or another character in the work would respond to it. Explain why you or the character would react in that way.

4. Identify a song, poem, short story, news article, etc. that relates to some aspect of the novel. Explain the connection in detail.

This assignment will count as 10% of the students’ grade for the first marking period and will be based on conventions and content.  All work must be from the student’s own thinking.  Researching on-line is not appropriate for this assignment.   Essays with plagiarized ideas or words will receive a grade of zero.
