Dear parents and students of 5th and 6th Form (2009-2010 Academic Year),
It has long been accepted that reading is vitally important in acquiring a second language, and at Saint George School we firmly believe in the value and necessity of summer reading as a reinforcement activity. 

Therefore, this summer students are required to choose three (3) books they have not read before from the book list for the grade they are entering. Upon reading the books, they are required to complete an essay assignment for each one of their choices with one of the following questions (500 - 700 words each essay): 
1. Relate an aspect of the work to your personal experiences or a real world event. 

2. Describe the mood (overall feeling, i.e.: hopeful, foreboding) or tone (author's attitude, i.e.: critical, admiring) of the work. Explain how this mood/tone is created using specific examples. (You can search for lists of words to describe mood and tone on the internet.) 

3. Choose a situation from the work and describe how you or another character in the work would respond to it. Explain why you or the character would react in that way. 

4. Identify a song, poem, short story, news article, etc. that relates to some aspect of the novel. Explain the connection in detail. 
5. Compare and contrast the settings within the novels chosen. You must focus on how the settings are related and their connections with the plot.

This assignment will represent 20% (twenty per cent) of the students’ first marking period grade; therefore it must be handed in to the 5th/6th Form English teacher on Thursday, August 20th, 2009.
